final materials list.



Octoberl6th the three of us went in to set the tank.

The bank was rather steep, so we took in ropes and pulleys,
did some fancy rigging that made the job easy for the 3 of us
to handle.




After setting the base and standing the tank up  , we stated

plumbing the inlet and overflow.
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Lucky for us, j ust about the time we were ready to head up

the creek to dig out the spring box area our ranger friends
showed up to help.



The Rangers had laid the pipe in the creek during the first of
the week, so that gave us more time to work on the digging.

After digging out and mo ving a pile of rock, we were able to
make room for the spring box.

Last work of the day was to set the water trough on the road
and plumb it in. This trough is one of the ones donated by the
Trail Blazers.
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Two days later on Saturday the 18 ™ we were back with a

bigger crew and the pack stock. While we unloaded the



materials and go t the tools spread out, Donna and James
headed up over the hill on a deer trail to clear tree limbs and
a path for the pack stock to a flat over looking the spring box.

Denise and | got things ready
to move the gravel.



Once the trail was cleared, we were ready to load the dump
bags and start hauling the pea gravel up to the spri  ng box.
